London: London's six Premier League
clubs won't be allowed supporters at
games again after the British capital was
placed under the toughest level of coro-
navirus restrictions due to a spike in
cases. The decision by the British govern-
ment, which takes effect on Wednesday,
leaves only four top division clubs in
areas where a maximum 2,000 fans are
allowed in stadiums. They are Everton and
Liverpool on the west coast, and Brighton
and Southampton on the south coast.
Fans are being shut out of Arsenal, Chel-
sea, Crystal Palace, Fulham, Tottenham
and West Ham only two weeks after they
were allowed back.

Cech battles cold feet to make 
winning return: Petr Cech returned to
the pitch 18 months after retiring to help
Chelsea's reserve team beat Tottenham's
U-23 side on Monday despite conceding
two early goals and grappling with nerves.

Barca confirm presidential 
elections on January 24: Barcelona
will hold presidential elections on Janu-
ary 24 after the managerial committee
which has run the club since Josep
Maria Bartomeu's October resignation
agreed on the date.
